The Mike Rupp Photo Journalist Award
The award is open to anyone aged between 16 and 24 at the time of application who is also a full time student or about to commence a full time course of study.

The date for applications for the Annual Award will be announced on the Desert Rivers Audubon Society website www.desertriversaudubon.org
and in the quarterly newsletter.
The applicant is asked to provide an original piece of work, containing both photographs and words, which could be published in a printed magazine as well as a digital/on line format. 

The ratio of photos to words is entirely at the discretion of the applicant but the prose should not exceed 1500 words.

Although applications from young ornithologists are most welcome articles from other disciplines in the Natural Sciences will also be accepted for judging. The work will be judged for excellence and aptness of the photographic portion and clarity and relevance of the prose. Preference will be given, however, to those applicants who are able to illustrate their own passion for nature and convey this to a wider audience. 

The award can be used to fund, textbooks, equipment, course or living fees for a future course of education or for a summer environmental educational experience. 
Applicants will be expected to state how they intend to spend the award and the successful applicants may need to provide receipts to the Board of Desert Rivers Audubon.

Desert Rivers Audubon will retain copyright of the winning entries.
If, in any year, the applications do not, in the judges’ opinion, reach a standard suitable for publication no award will be issued.
